Benefits of a proactive collaborative agreement with the EPA (before EPA announces its intent to audit)

Brings a broad expertise to the campus, requiring less start up time for the campus.

It allows us to work on our schedule rather than the EPA’s schedule

Smaller costs for training, audit and reporting as costs are spread out over multiple institutions.

Extended time to disclose than the EPA standard of 21 days

Possible extended time to correct than EPA standard of 60 days, e.g., wait for semester break or other open times on the campus calendar.

Possible 100% waiver of fines instead of EPA typical 75%

Why should we use peer auditors?

This utilizes the wonderful collegial spirit of academic institutions to share expertise and develop momentum otherwise not available through a transactional engagement of an external engineering firm.

It assures that the audits are carried out by people with an inherent understanding of the culture and activities of independent higher education institutions.

Ability to use peer auditors to cut the cost of the audit

Development of peer auditors establish ongoing expertise on the campus.  The remaining network of people will continue to utilize the power of collegiality.

Adds objectivity over a self-audit.
