It also allows students who may not have ever considered attending one of Indiana’s independent colleges to begin to explore that option. 
According to research conducted by Eduventures, 71 percent of high-school students identify the campus visit as the most trusted source of information about a college.  There’s certainly no better way for students to experience the “feel” of a campus and to discover their “best fit” for college.  
“Sometimes, parents and students rule out the possibility of attending one of Indiana’s independent colleges and universities based on preconceived notions about costs, without ever learning about the tremendous financial aid available,” says Richard L.
